6 REPORTS

House and grounds-P.C.T. has signed up to a 3/5 year lease of that area known as the ‘tennis courts’ at a cost of £20,000 a year. They have intimated that at the end of the lease they may well leave the building shell on site due to the cost of making the back to its original condition.

We are progressing with the plans for new changing rooms and training area beside the rugby pitch, funds should be available by September 2009 to equip the portacabin as additional dry changing rooms.

Both Vodafone and Airwave have 15 year leases for telecoms towers at £4- £5,000 a year.
